Housing First is an approach that emphasizes stable, permanent housing as a primary strategy for ending homelessness. The Housing First Principles Include:
· Homelessness is first and foremost a housing problem and should be treated as such.
· Housing is a right to which all are entitled.
· People who are homeless or on the verge of homelessness should be returned to or stabilized in permanent housing as quickly as possible and connected to resources necessary to sustain that housing.
· Issues that may have contributed to a household's homelessness can best be addressed once they are housed.

The Housing First model is an evidence-based practice on ending homelessness that focuses on providing permanent housing as quickly as possible and then providing services as requested. This model has been consistent with what most people experiencing homelessness want the most - housing and helping them to achieve it. 
- Housing First focuses on helping persons experiencing homelessness access and sustain permanent housing quickly without time limits. 
- Housing First offers a variety of services to promote housing stability and individual well being on an as-requested basis. 
- Housing First utilizes a standard lease agreement to housing. 
- Housing First approach is appropriate for a wide variety of individuals and families experiencing homelessness. 
- Housing First reduces the time persons experiencing homelessness are homeless and offers great cost-savings compared to homeless programs.
