What is SPF-PFS?
The Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration’s (SAMHSA) Center for Substance Abuse Prevention (CSAP) has awarded funding for Ohio’s Strategic Prevention Framework Partnerships for Success (SPF-PFS) Initiative. The Ohio Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services (OhioMHAS) is administering the SPF-PFS Initiative in Ohio. This structure will help to more efficiently leverage prevention resources to align prevention priorities from multiple systems at the community, state and federal levels. This expanded infrastructure will help increase workforce capacity, leading to an increase in evidence-based practices and ensuring that Ohio’s Appalachian and rural populations have access to culturally competent substance abuse prevention services.  
What is SPF-PFS Ohio Coaching and Mentoring (OCAM) Network?
Coordinated by PreventionFIRST!, the OCAM Network consists of substance abuse prevention professionals from around the state of Ohio who will serve as a team of coaches to provide training, technical assistance, and mentoring to support SPF-PFS priorities. The OCAM Network will be administering the SPF-PFS Prevention Workforce Development Scholarships.
What does the SPF-PFS Scholarship cover?
From now until June 15, 2016, SPF-PFS will accept scholarship applications for the following Ohio sponsored behavioral health trainings: (1) the OPEC Conference (2) the ADAPAO Annual Conference, and (3) Ethics Training. How will scholarships be awarded?
Scholarships will be awarded based on:
· Organizational need and/or community barriers related to travel.
· The value you will receive from attending a substance abuse prevention training.
· How much your organization or community will benefit from your attendance at specific training.
· Scholarship recipients may also be expected to serve as workshop moderators
Important Notes:
· Once an individual has been selected, the scholarship cannot be transferred to another individual.
· Scholarship recipients are required to stay for the entire duration of the training opportunity.
· Should the scholarship recipient fail to show up and OCAM Network incurs any expense as a result, the recipient is responsible for reimbursing OCAM Network for these expenses.  An invoice will be sent to the address submitted on the scholarship application.
Submission Deadline:
The scholarship application must be received at least two weeks prior to the substance abuse prevention training being requested.  Each scholarship will be reviewed on a training by training basis.  Notification of scholarship acceptance will be sent via email.
