[bookmark: _GoBack]The Ohio Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services (OhioMHAS) believes that recovery supports including peer services, employment, and housing are critical to assist individuals with mental health and/or substance use disorders on their individual paths of recovery.  For FY16, OhioMHAS will release approximately $229,000 to a Consumer Operated Service or Consumer Operated Business for the oversight of the Peer Service Initiative in an effort to expand the knowledge base of Ohio Peer Recovery Supporters, provide a clearinghouse for Peer Service information, and enhance statewide readiness and employment opportunities for individuals with lived experience. The Consumer Operated Service or Consumer Operated Business will be expected to partner with the Ohio Empowerment Coalition and Ohio Citizen Advocates Addiction Recovery in an effort to expand the Peer Service Initiative in Ohio.
