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Program Description and Model
Ohio SBIRT is a five-year service implementation project designed to diffuse and sustain the practice of substance use screening, brief intervention, and referral to treatment in medical facilities throughout the state.  Currently providing services in three Federally Qualified Health Centers the project continues to expand into additional sites.  In addition to working with grant funded providers Ohio SBIRT has made a major investment in providing training, technical assistance, and support to non-grant funded facilities who are seeking to implement SBIRT.

Special/Unique Features
[bookmark: _GoBack]With a strong focus on health information technology Ohio SBIRT is developing software to ensure the collection and transmission of information including screening results and GPRA data.  This web-based system will also communicate with local electronic medical records (EMR).  As part of its sustainability efforts Ohio SBIRT requires all grant funded sites to update their EMR with the applicable screening tools including the AUDIT, DAST-10, and PHQ-9.  In addition, all sites must be members of the state-wide health information exchange (HIE).  Ohio SBIRT is also working with community behavioral health providers to develop the infrastructure necessary to support both EMR’s and inclusion in the HIE.
