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1. Introductions – Sara Lawson welcomed attendees and explained that this meeting would be an open discussion aimed at collaborating with other agencies currently utilizing or planning to utilize Trauma Informed Care (TIC) practices.  She invited attendees to introduce themselves and include what their places of employment were currently doing to promote TIC.  Attendees represented various support agencies from the region including mental health, education, and developmental disabilities.  Goals of attendees included looking for ideas and training opportunities, networking to share and gather information, and assistance in developing how to address trauma in person centered plans (ie: ISP, IPP).
2. Survey Results – Eric shared the TIC survey results.  Thirteen were returned (7 from the mental health field and 6 from the developmental disabilities field).  Five surveys indicated they already have some type of annual training in place.  Some use a specific TIC assessment but most have it built-in to other assessments.  The survey results focused on needing more training on TIC and the need for a resource to be able to share information regarding TIC.  
3. Wood County – Representatives from Wood County gave a brief history of TIC and what their county is doing to promote TIC.  The steering committee from Wood County was trained last year by Dr. Bloom.  She talked to a variety of agencies from the county at that time.  They have seen a great deal of success from the use of the principles. 
The Children’s Resource Center (CRC) is now contracted by the schools to provide these services and teachers have reported back that the impact has been extremely positive.  The “The Good Behavior Game” or PAX (which is Latin for “Peace”) starts in first and second grade and teaches self-regulation.  One year of this training significantly reduced incidents of negative behaviors.  Fostoria schools behavioral issues decreased by 72% since training began there.  
Wood County representatives are open to sharing more of their information and also invited the committee members to attend trainings they continue to offer.
