	Human Trafficking Presentation

	· Trafficking effects individuals equally regardless of race, income, age, ethnicity

· Advocating Opportunity (AO) provides legal services for individuals that have been  trafficked or exploited

· Trafficking can involve sex or labor

· Trafficking is a multi-billion dollar industry per year, lucrative

· Est. 20.9 million victims

· Traffickers use coercion and force or finesse to groom and recruit

· Those with physical/mental disabilities are a vulnerable population

· Traffickers may “brand” their victims-identifies who they “belong” to

· 2005 Operation Precious Cargo-rescued 151 victims (78 from Toledo), arrested 18 traffickers (17 from Toledo)

· Legislative response has evolved to incorporate laws to criminalize trafficking

· 1066 calls were placed to the National Human Trafficking Resource Center hotline in 2015 (NHTRC hotline # 1-888-3737888

· Toledo is ranked as the 4th. highest recruitment city in the United States

· Ohio is ranked as 5th. in reported trafficking cases in the United States

· Ohio is so vulnerable because it has an extensive highway system, the most truck stops, a sharply rising immigrant population, a large commercial sex industry, and significant pockets of high unemployment and poverty. 

· Toledo, OH is considered a significant “origin city” by the FBI, meaning pimps are known to recruit victims from Toledo, meaning pimps are known to recruit victims from Toledo. These victims are frequently taken to other states to engage in prostitution activities.

	Agencies should be cognizant of the trafficking issue and understand how to recognize signs of trafficking, reporting procedures, and resources available.

	DODD-integrating case plans that encompass TIC, training and on-going reinforcement is helping staff to view work differently, team meetings are focusing more on TIC

	Harbor-Employees participated in national training on TIC, one train-the-trainer in each department
Lucas County DD-Inquired about need for TIC training for police officers, NAMI is offering  post-training for police officers

Hamilton County-executing the resilience project (grant awarded)
Ottawa County-beginning stages of TIC training, have made strides with increased involvement in aftercare

DODD Regional level-Beth Boyle stated that they are offering TIC sessions in the DODD system.

CCOE-in the process of applying for grants to offer free TIC trainings, train-the-trainer program discussed and resources were provided

Erie and Huron Counties-trained together

Wood County Steering Committee-will educate agencies on the TIC strategic planning project, working toward cultural change

Hancock County-National Council is training agencies; schools have shown a decrease in maladaptive issues, there is a lack of support for the initiative which has made the task difficult, exploring to contract for more school services.

Fulton County Health Center-identified 18 clients with trauma issues, offering TIC training to employees and will have a conference re: Human Trafficking

Putnam County-have initiatives in place for healthy relationships

Williams County-currently reevaluating ISP’s, “theory to practice” in March
Lucas County TIC Coalition-have over 35 participants in meetings, train-the-trainer workshops in March, applied for grant with LC mental health board, submitted proposal for the Third Annual Trauma-Informed Care Summit and Institute to be held June 22 and 23, 2016
