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Welcome and Updates: 
MHAS and DODD will continue to partner on the statewide TIC initiative.  Request for funds has been made in the state budget/governor.  Awaiting final budget and approval which will not occur until after July 1st.  Departments anticipate that this will happen.  June 17th is the TIC Summit which will feature projects in Ohio, along with Joan Gillece, from NCTIC.  We plan to have another conference next year, continue to support the regions in moving forward, and possibly support more specific clinical supports in the regions.

Presentation by Colleen Mercuri-Johnson:   TIC Organizations:   Beginning the Discussion.  
See the handout.  Excellent presentation with a number of examples.  
Homework for each of us:  Identify one to two specific statistics on the population that you are working with – not detailed, not extensive, but information that supports the understanding that having a trauma informed approach is worthwhile to your organization.   This makes the presentation more real.

County based meetings:  
Butler:  Focus on TIC across the lifespan, other agencies talking about what each is doing and how this is connected regarding the people they serve.   Mary Vicario is helping with the county Learning Community.  

Clermont County:  Assessment training; 10 domains in TIP 57 are being used by the group for discussion. 

Warren-Clinton:  Multiple agencies participant in the meetings; working on developing a strategic plan, focus on Technical Assistance.  TIC Consulting - 18 month process.  

Hamilton Co:  Tri-State Trauma Network provided an update.  They have secured grant funds and hired a director, Melissa Adamchik.  They plan to have a monthly newsletter and a webpage where resources will be located.  

Mayerson Center at Cincinnati Children's Hospital:  Forces for Children project.

Clark Co.:  They have Trauma Task Force that has been in place.  Kris Buffington is coming in the fall for training on TIC.  Wittenburg has a summer institute; Rocking Horse staff teaches a class on TIC there.  The county Human Trafficking workforce team has a trauma component or focus.  They support a learning community, therapists talk, share information about their work, etc.  
K-12 schools are all trained on TIC.  (Not sure the extent of the training, who trains, and other details).

SBH - they are continuing to work on TIC throughout the hospital; six staff attended the Train the Trainer sessions so that all hospital staff, all shifts can be trained in trauma 101.  Patients are being included in decision making.

Discussion regarding Secondary Trauma:  OSU Extension staff, Kathy Michiline, provides a free training on secondary trauma.  

What does the group want from these meetings?  Small group discussion helps to infuse more trauma knowledge.  Client empowerment; would like to have a speakers bureau of individuals from SW Ohio who represent the service areas (MH, Addiction and Developmental Disabilities).
