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The curriculum is organized into thirteen components. Each component addresses an important aspect of the practice of public child and adolescent psychiatry. Two broad types of components are included: process and system components. 
· Process components address an important process for the child and adolescent psychiatrist to understand in public child and adolescent psychiatry. 
· System components address the basic elements of individual child-serving systems in Ohio, and the potential roles of the child and adolescent psychiatrist working with and in those systems. 

Each component contains learning objectives for child and adolescent psychiatry fellows, categorized based on the Accreditation Council of Graduate Medical Education’s expectations for fellowship training (“…developing the skills, knowledge, and attitudes leading to proficiency in all the domains of clinical competency”).

Process Components

1. Systems-Based Practice 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of principles and theory of system-based practice.
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to practice effectively within a system of care for youth with SED.
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for a systems-based approach to care.

2. Consultation 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of the nature and role of the child and adolescent psychiatrist as consultant to various systems that serve youth and families.
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to provide effective consultation to various systems that serve youth and families.
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for the roles and responsibilities of consultees in other systems, and the importance of building and maintaining a consultative relationship with them.

3. Family-Driven, Youth-Guided Care 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of the definitions and principles of family-driven and youth-guided care. 
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to work effectively with families and youth as partners in a family-driven, youth-guided system of care.
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for the expertise and strengths that families and youth bring into care, and the importance of considering those in defining treatment goals and interventions.
4. Cultural Considerations in Systems-Based Practice 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of the various impacts that cultural values and beliefs can have on understanding, acceptance, and effectiveness of treatment of mental illness. 
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to provide care in a culturally sensitive, culturally competent manner.
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for different cultures, and the importance of understanding cultural influences on delivery of care.

5. Organizational and Financial Structures in Mental Health Systems 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of public funding of mental health services in Ohio, as well as the reasons to consider quality, cost and outcomes in the delivery of care. 
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to consider quality, cost and outcomes in the delivery of care.
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for the challenges to, and opportunities and need to advocate for optimal quality care for youth and families.

System Components
1. Education System 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of the legal aspects of education and special education as they effect youth with psychiatric diagnoses in Ohio, as well as the role of the child and adolescent psychiatrist working with schools.
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to effectively consult, collaborate, and advocate within educational systems.
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for attitudes toward both youth with behavior problems and school personnel serving them within the educational system. 

2. Child Welfare System 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of the roles, responsibilities, and services of the child welfare system in Ohio, the potential roles of the child and adolescent psychiatrist working with youth and families involved with child welfare, and the impact of trauma on psychosocial development.
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to understand the needs of youth and families, as well as various other participants in the child welfare system, and partner effectively with them in the provision of care.
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for the safety and permanency of the child, and the importance of trauma-informed care.

3. Juvenile Justice System 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of the mission, principles, roles, and responsibilities of the juvenile justice system in Ohio, and the roles of the child and adolescent psychiatrist working in the juvenile justice system. 
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to partner effectively with youth and families involved in the juvenile justice system, as well as juvenile justice representatives and other stakeholders identified by the court.
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for collaboration and cooperation between system partners to achieve optimal rehabilitation in the juvenile justice system.

4. Primary Health Care System 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of the concept of medical home, the advantages of integration of physical and behavioral health, and the process of primary care consultation.
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to effectively collaborate with primary care clinicians. 
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for the medical home concept, the unique relationship between a family and their primary care clinician, and their role in promoting effective management of mental health concerns.

5. Public Mental Health System 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of roles, responsibilities, tools, and paradigms of public sector practice for a child and adolescent psychiatrist.
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to effectively provide services in an interdisciplinary, multi-agency context. 
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for system of care and CASSP principles as essential to organizing public mental health services for youth and families. 

6. Developmental Disabilities System 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of the configuration of services for individuals with developmental disabilities, how to access those services, and the child and adolescent psychiatrist's role in working with both developmental disabilities services and with individual youth/families regarding their developmental needs.
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to assist families in accessing needed developmental disabilities services, and partner effectively with developmental disabilities service providers.
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for the importance of effective collaboration to serve the needs of families with developmental disabilities, and of advocating for and assisting families in accessing those services.

7. Substance Abuse Treatment Services System 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of the interface between the mental health system and the substance abuse treatment services system, the principles of integrated treatment, and the roles of the child and adolescent psychiatrist with regard to substance abuse treatment.
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to screen for and identify youth with substance use disorders and refer for treatment, as well as evaluate and treat youth with co-occurring disorders. 
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for a collaborative, non-judgmental, problem-solving approach when working with youth with substance use disorders, as well as with substance abuse treatment services system.

8. Early Childhood Services System 
a. Fellow will demonstrate knowledge of the importance of early relationships in child development, as well as the statewide and local systems and services addressing the needs of young children.
b. Fellow will demonstrate the ability to collaborate effectively with both the families of and service providers for young children. 
c. Fellow will demonstrate commitment to and respect for the importance of a young child’s relationship with caregivers, early identification of behavioral health needs of young children, and interdisciplinary approaches to serving the needs of young children and their families.
