Additional Information Based on Questions Raised at the April 15 OACHBA Member Meeting

1. Updates/Amendments to the approved plan can be sent to the Department at any time.  [See ORC 340.03(A)(1)(c)].
2. Information regarding capital planning was not requested in this plan, as there is a separate capital plan process.  If boards wish to, they can incorporate capital information within existing items in any number of ways.  For example, the board may identify a capital need in the Needs Assessment and describe implementation within a Priority.
3. We will work through OACBHA to identify a date for a follow-up webinar or phone conference, should boards find this to be helpful.  This follow-up can cover both fiscal/FIS-040 and community plan portions of the continuum of care work.
