Case Management to Care Management: 
Children and Adolescents

Training Overview & Registration Information 
As healthcare reform advances and Ohio moves to a health home model, the critical knowledge and skills of case managers will be needed in new ways. This new marketplace requires case managers to expand their capacity in healthcare navigation, build on their existing skills in health behavior change and possess a better understanding of the common health problems and basic interventions for children and adolescents. A more knowledgeable and better skilled workforce also offers organizations with a service capacity that can be marketed across the healthcare system.  

Case Management to Care Management training is a key strategy in positioning your organization for transformation. The full-day training covers key physical health issues facing children and adolescents and the critical role case managers play in coordinating physical and behavioral health services. Training topics include:

· National forces driving change

· Conceptual framework for change:  health homes, chronic care model

· The role of case managers in supporting the navigation of the health care system
· The physical health needs of children and adolescents with behavioral health challenges
· Obesity, diabetes, pediatric hypertension, asthma
· Prevention, early intervention and lifestyle issues affecting child and adolescent health
· Using existing and expanded skills to support health behavior change in children/adolescents and their families  
· Applying rapid cycle change principles to working with people on health behavior change, goal planning, and documentation
· Self-assessment of individual practice.
Following the training, case managers will be able to:

· Identify current healthcare trends impacting their role

· Identify the difference between physical health and behavioral health culture

· Describe strategies to build strong partnerships with primary care providers/pediatricians
· List strategies to help prepare children and families for primary care appointments and to increase self-management 

· Apply basic chronic care principles to managing obesity, diabetes, hypertension and asthma
· Identify and apply strategies to help children and families change their health behavior

· Commit to two (2) immediate changes they will make in their practice post training.
Who Should Attend: Health Home team members, including qualified health home specialists, peer providers, nurses, case managers, and administrators/executive leadership. This training encourages small group planning work and individual sites are asked to send a minimum of five (5) team members to maximize learning and implementation post training.
