ODADAS TREATMENT CERTIFICATION PROCESS

The Ohio Department of Alcohol and Drug Addiction Services (ODADAS) is required by Ohio law to evaluate and certify all alcohol and drug addiction programs in the state. No program is eligible to receive state or federal funds unless it has been certified by the Department.

1. Application submitted to ODADAS’ Division of Quality Improvement

0. Application can be obtained by calling ODADAS QI at 614-644-8317 or by visiting the ODADAS web at www.odadas.ohio.gov .Go to the “Certification Section” and click on “Applications”
0. Items necessary for a complete application:
1. Identification of type of treatment program desiring to be certified (residential, outpatient, methadone, halfway house)
1. Copy of building occupancy certificate or building inspection report
1. Copy of current annual fire inspection report
1. Location of site desiring to be certified
1. Identification of treatment services to be provided.  Treatment services are defined in OAC 3793:2-1-08
1. Program owner information  (name, address, signature)
1. Contact person with phone and email
1. Signature
      xi.        Copy of Secretary of State Certificate (if applicable)
      x.         Copy of award letter from national accreditation organization (if applicable)

1. Upon completion of application, program is assigned to an ODADAS Certification Specialist to assist through the entire certification process.

1. The program is contacted and program policies and procedures are requested.  Policies and procedures may be submitted electronically or mailed to ODADAS.
1. Questions concerning policies and procedures can be directed to the assigned Certification Specialist.

1. Program policies and procedures are reviewed for compliance by the assigned Certification Specialist.  Technical assistance is provided at this time by ODADAS QI staff to aid in correcting any deficiencies.

1. On-site certification review and documentation training is scheduled.  The initial on-site review consists of determining compliance with ADA regulations in addition to the documentation training.

1. Conditional certification is granted to enable the program to obtain clients, to establish and maintain client records, to implement quality improvement activities – program allowed no more than 90 days
