This map represents the percentage of
unduplicated clients in treatment who

list heroin as a primary drug of choice

by county of residence. In SFY 2008,
4,967 clients (7.6%) listed this substance
as a primary drug of choice. Counties
with the highest percentages of clients
reporting heroin as a drug of choice were
Clark (18.9%), Lorain (18.2%) and
Fairfield (16.8%). Six counties had no
clients reporting this as a primary drug

of choice.
