Van Wert (24.9),
Montgomery (22.4) and Summit (19.6)
counties had the highest rates of opiate
possession charges per 10,000 persons.
Coshocton, Guernsey, Morgan, Putnam,
Vinton and Williams counties reported few
arrests for opiate possession. Six other
counties reported no charges for opiate
possession, likely the result of not
submitting possession data in 2014.
