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Map Information:

This map displays incarcerations for drug
offenses by committing county. A snapshot
of the prison population on July1, 2008
showed there were 8,598 drug-related
incarcerations with a statewide average rate
of 7.5 incarcerations per 10,000 persons.
Scioto (26.9), Fayette (18.3) and Erie
(16.5) counties had the highest drug-related
incarceration rates per 10,000 persons.
Counties with the lowest drug-related
incarceration rates per 10,000 persons
were Harrison (0.6), Morrow (0.9)

and Putnam (0.9).
