Guest Speaker: Carol Carstens, Annual Consumer Surveys:
· Carol went over the results of mental health consumer satisfaction (with services), required by SAMSHA. There are two surveys - one for adults, and a family survey for children and youth services.  
· This mailed survey went out to 8000 persons selected randomly from the OhioMHAS data base.  The survey sample included people who had left services, as well as people continuing services.  About 1200 surveys were returned for a 17 percent response rate.

Guest Speakers: Sandy Star, OhioMHAS Strategic Plan  
· Sandy gave a brief overview of the OhioMHAS Behavioral Health Priority Survey posted on the web.  
http://mha.ohio.gov/News/NewsEvents/tabid/349/ArticleID/87/Behavioral-Health-Priorities-Survey-Results-Released.aspx 
· OhioMHAS used the survey results as a guide to align the OhioMHAS Strategic Plan with the vision of stakeholders.
· Additionally, OhioMHAS held two meetings with a focus group.
· The first meeting the focus was vision, big themes, and priorities. The focus was the future of behavior health systems in Ohio.
· At a second meeting, participants developed strategies to match the priorities developed at the first meeting.
· According to Sandy, now we are addressing strategies, focusing on how do we move forward and whom should we collaborate with for success? 
· Finally, Sandy asked how we make these strategies successful or action oriented.

·  In addition, the agency will be putting together a dashboard to collect data periodically and she plans to visit the council again.

Guest Speakers: Tracy Plouck, OhioMHAS
· Provided updates on OhioMHAS
· Medicaid Expansion
· Recovery Support
· Prevention and Wellness 
· Currently OhioMHAS is working with Medicaid to examine our progress to date.
· According to Tracy, we have two different perspectives into seeing the data. Medicaid can review delivery of behavioral health services through Medicaid service data, and OhioMHAS can review mental health and addiction service data.
· Through the end of September, more than seventeen thousand new people for the first time accessed behavioral health services.
· This increase in service is due to addiction and mental health services through Medicaid Expansion.

Questions for Tracy Plouck, Director, OhioMHAS 
· Some of us are concerned that funding may shift from mental health to addiction. What assurance do we have that this will not happen?
· This is not really an easy question to answer.  There were more proposals for the 20.1 million dollars in addiction services than mental health. However, Tracy feels this makes sense given the history that shows more people feel the biggest gap in services has been in addiction.  
· In the future, if the Council wants to know the financial side of services for local and state distribution, Tracy recommends the PC invite fiscal to provide information on expenditures for mental health and addiction services.
· How does OhioMHAS evaluate the effectiveness of treatment over time? (Sandy Starr, Deputy Director of Quality, Planning & Research)
· Local level - Individual agencies are contacted and parameters are set with the contracted agency.
· State Level - Evaluate the system of services. Mostly, for federal programs, federal performance indicators are used for Block Grant Implementation Reports.
· International Level - National Behavioral Health Quality Framework (NBHQ) is a national standard.  SAMHSA proposes a set of core measures to be used in a variety of settings, programs and quality assurance measures.
· Recently the NBHQ group which meets nationally has begun to look at fiscal behavioral health.

· Are there state requirements for what things are measured?  (Sandy) 
· According to Sandy, since SAMSHA has just begun to identify framework at the national level, we have not set in place measurements at a state level.

New Council Member Vote 
· Steve Copper made a motion to accept Bob Cross’ nomination as a new member which was seconded.  The motion was unanimously approved with no abstentions.

Cheryl Crayden, 5 of 8 Rule
Cheryl briefly described a rule before the Board of Education as of concern to Planning Council members.  If passed, Cheryl is concerned that it would adversely impact children with mental health and addiction challenges in the schools.  Children with these challenges are more likely to achieve in art, music and physical education, and benefit from the additional services provided by counselors, library specialists, school nurses and social workers.  Planning Council members may use this information to advocate as individuals.  

5 of 8 Rule
· “A minimum of five full-time equivalent educational service personnel shall be employed district-wide for each one thousand students in the regular student population as defined in section 3317.023 of the Revised Code. Educational service personnel shall be assigned to at least five of the eight following areas: counselor, library media specialist, school nurse, visiting teacher, social worker and elementary art, music and physical education. Educational service personnel assigned to elementary art, music and physical education shall hold the special teaching certificate or multi-age license in the subject to which they are assigned. School districts receiving the school nurse wellness coordinator factor and school district health professional factor funds pursuant to section 3306.06 of the Revised Code shall give preference to hiring licensed school nurses.”
· Cheryl urged all members to be concerned because she can see this new rule effecting behavioral healthcare.   Mark Smith, Ohio Department of Education (Planning Council member) elaborated his personal views about this issue.

Cheryl Crayden, Membership Committee, Chair- Vote
· Cheryl Crayden, as chair of the Membership Committee, made a motion to nominate a slate of officers recommended by the Executive Committee who have agreed to serve, if elected.  The Planning Council was invited to nominate additional candidates.  None were nominated.   
· Sandra Keyes moved to do a unanimous single vote to reelect the nominees; the motion was seconded.

Old Business- Bylaw Revision Review
· A motion was made by Ken Jones to revise the bylaws on page 4, section 3, to remove the term limit requirement from Planning Council members appointed by the Directors of state agencies.  
· A motion was made to amend the bylaws that after completing two terms, a member representing persons in addiction, youth and/or family members may reapply for a third and final term after leaving the Planning Council for at least one year.  The former member would be required to go through the same application as persons who had never been Council members.  Motion to approve seconded by Lizzy Copper and approved by entire Council.
· Steve Copper made a motion to approve the bylaws and the entire Council approved the motion.
