Crisis services for Gallia, Jackson and Meigs counties are provided by the Board’s only contracted comprehensive mental health agency, Woodland Centers, Inc.  Each staff who provides crisis intervention services is submitted to the Board for designation as a Health Officer.  Through this process, the Board is able to ascertain that all staff has met standards for training and experience.  Woodland Centers assumes all responsibility for meeting staff training requirements and may submit requests to the Board at their own discretion.  

Question #22

The Continuity of Care Agreement between the Gallia-Jackson-Meigs Board of ADAMHS and Appalachian Behavioral Healthcare is a document developed in conjunction with the Board’s contracted comprehensive mental health provider, Woodland Centers, Inc.

With a relatively small staff as well as a high staff turnover rate, training of Health Officers and hospital referral guidelines is an ongoing process.  Clinical Director, Dr. Wes Crum estimates a total of 10-15 Health Officers and other staff were trained on the Continuity of Care agreement during SFY 2011.
