OhioMHAS is pleased to announce two State Opioid Response grant opportunities for federal fiscal year 2020. The SOR Project Ohio Opiate Response Continuum Grant for Treatment for Members of the African American, Hispanic/Latino American, and other Minority Communities MHA-FY20-ComPln-SOR-AA-Hispanic-Min-02 has made approximately $12 million dollars available through September 30, 2020 to provide funding for programs and projects that will increase access to treatment and recovery supports for African American, Hispanic/Latino American, and other minority community members with a primary or secondary diagnosis of opioid use disorder or those with a documented history of opiate related overdose. 

Additionally, the SOR Project Ohio Opiate Response Grant Opportunities for Increasing Access and Services to High Risk Families MHA-FY20-ComPln-SOR-High Risk Families-03 has made approximately $16 million dollars available through September 30, 2020 to partner with local ADAMH Boards to provide funding for programs and projects that will increase access to treatment and recovery supports for the focus population with a primary or secondary diagnosis of opioid use disorder or those with a documented history of opiate related overdose. The families eligible for the proposed services are those engaged in the child welfare, family court, foster care system and criminal justice systems; including special dockets. 

While the focus population for both grants is African American, Hispanic/Latino American, and other minority adolescents and adults with a primary or secondary diagnosis of opioid use disorder or those with a documented history of opiate related overdose these funds may be used for any family with a primary or secondary diagnosis of opioid use disorder or those with a documented history of opiate related overdose. Eligible applicants are Alcohol, Drug, Addiction, and Mental Health (ADAMH) Boards or joint applications from ADAMH Boards in partnership with the community members identified in the RFA. OhioMHAS will be hosting two technical assistance calls to answer questions related to both grants.
