· 3 projects - 80 million annually – 4 people FTE. We are currently working on Communication plan to keep the field informed to the process and progress of the 3 grants
· Scheduled SAMSHA site visit coming in February
· Criminal Justice:  vocational employment – Technical Assistance training; certification programs;
· MAT in corrections –jails and community linkage – 44 counties using MAT in jails/prisons
· First responder’s week (CURES STR) in collaboration with OACBHA
· Quick Response Teams – consists of law enforcement. 1st responders, behavioral health professionals, peer supporters, social workers
· MAT Symposia –– the subject of the training was to decrease stigma in use of MAT - trained 463 people
· Also supporting MAT in Drug courts
