The 2015 statewide average doses
dispensed per capita was 60.8. The
counties with the highest numbers of
dispensed doses per capita were
Jackson county (107.6), Vinton county
(105.3), and Adams county, (100.5).
The counties with the lowest numbers
of dispensed doses per capita were
Holmes county, (21.7), Mercer county
(37.6), and Geauga county (37.9).
Per capita rates are based on oral
solids, sublingual films, and
transdermal patches. All opioid
solutions are excluded from the
analyses.
