This map examines emergency room
discharge rates for persons diagnosed
with opiate (i.e., heroin or Rx opioid)
abuse, dependence or poisoning per
10,000 persons by county of patient
residence. On average, there were 9.3
ER discharges per 10,000 persons
statewide between 2005 and 2009.
Counties with the highest rates of ER
discharges were Gallia (40.6),
Montgomery (19.0) and Adams (18.8).
Lawrence (1.0), Putnam (1.3), Allen
and Mercer (both 1.4) counties had the
lowest rates of ER discharges associated
with opiate-related diagnoses.
