This map examines the discharge

rates for neonatal abstinence syndrome
(NAS; ICD-9 779.5) per 1,000 live
births in Ohio by county of patient
residence. On average, there were 5.3
discharges for NAS per 1,000 live births
statewide between 2007 and 2011.
Counties with the highest rates of NAS
discharges were Scioto (24.5), Pickaway
(18.4) and Pike (18.3). NAS discharge
rates for four counties were at or close
to zero during this time.
