This map examines morphine milligram
equivalents (MMEs) per patient in 2010.
Most prescription analgesics in the OARRS
system (>97%) have a morphine equivalence
as established by the Centers for Disease
Control. On average, patients with one or
more prescription analgesics received
222.7 mg of MME during the course of the 
year. Counties with the highest MMEs per 
patient were Scioto (317.2 mg), Trumbull
(303.5 mg) and Jackson (300.1 mg). 
Counties with the lowest MMEs per patient 
were Auglaize (154.2 mg), Wyandot 
(168.2 mg) and Holmes (177.0 mg).
