This map displays property crime charges
per 10,000 persons by county. In 2013
there were 253,362 charges for property
crimes across the state, averaging 219.0
per 10,000 persons. Fayette (527.8),
Marion (495.9) and Richland (466.4)
counties had the highest property crime
rates per 10,000 persons. Lake (7.0),
Portage (7.1) and Guernsey (15.4)
counties had the lowest property crime
rates per 10,000 persons. Three counties
reported no charges for property crime,
likely the result of not submitting data.
