Counties with the highest percentages
of clients reporting prescription opioids
were Vinton (51.4%), Jackson (43.6%)
and Pike (43.2%). Preble (1.1%), Hancock 
(2.6%) and Shelby (4.5%) counties had
the fewest clients reporting this drug of 
choice. Percentages are not displayed for 
counties with fewer than 25 admissions.
