
Funding Opportunity for Recovery Housing Operations
The Ohio Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services (OhioMHAS) is committed to providing support for operators and residents of recovery housing. Based on communications shared with the Department, we understand that during this crisis of COVID-19, the recovery community is experiencing several economic hardships. In response, OhioMHAS is making State Opioid Response (SOR) funds available to enable people in recovery to maintain access to safe, affordable and healthy living environments.
Each recovery house meeting the criteria outlined below is eligible to apply for funding. OhioMHAS may award funding based on reported increased monthly expenditures due to COVID-19 and may award reimbursement for a period of up to five months. Appropriate uses of funds may be:
· Covering the cost of resident rent, utilities, etc. where the resident has lost employment due to COVID-19  
· Permitting a lower census in order to maintain social distancing or utilizing space for isolation/quarantine for residents 
· Covering the additional expenses of cleaning supplies and personal protective equipment (PPE)
· Paying for additional staff due to increased needs of residents, compassion fatigue, or other effects of COVID-19,
· Other operational uses as approved by OhioMHAS staff.   
If you are an operator or organization with multiple recovery homes, you can submit one application, but the application must list each home for which you are requesting funds. Operators will need to address the below elements for each home for which they are applying for funding.  
Funding Application Elements: 
1) Name of housing provider, address of each house, how many beds in the house, how many persons currently in the house and average census for past 6 weeks. 
2) Monthly amount requested for reimbursement of increased costs due to COVID-19, and number of months for which reimbursement is requested.
3) Proposed uses of reimbursement funds.
4) Assurance that the house currently has ORH certification, meets OhioMHAS quality housing criteria, or is working towards certification or meeting OhioMHAS quality housing criteria. 
5) Assurance that the house does not receive any of the following:  funding through the ADAMH Board; recovery housing initiative funds; or, other SOR funding.
6) Identify how many residents meet SOR eligibility criteria – a diagnosis of opioid use disorder (OUD) or a history of opiate related overdose.  At least one resident meeting the criteria is required to receive these funds.
7) Assurance regarding collection of the GPRA data required for funding – further information is available at https://www.sardiprogram.com/sor/ 
8) Signed attestation that residents can access all forms of medication assisted treatment (MAT) for OUD.
9) Assurances of compliance with SOR funding restrictions – available at Funding Opportunities
10) Assurance that house is currently in operation.  Newly opened houses are not eligible for this funding.
