Emergency Recovery Housing Funding FAQs

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Is SOR funding only available to non-profit organizations? SOR funds can only be granted directly to non-profits. Non-profit ADAMH Boards may have relationships with for-profit recovery homes so they can, in turn, accept these funds. 
1. Is there any flexibility in the requirement to accept all forms of medication assisted treatment (MAT)? The requirement that recovery homes must ensure access to all forms of MAT is a federal requirement. OhioMHAS is not able to waive this requirement.  
1. What does OhioMHAS mean when they refer to recovery homes who are contracted with an ADAMH Board? Recovery homes who receive funds from an ADAMH Board are the intended reference. We understand there are complex relationships that exist. Please contact SORTreatment@mha.ohio.gov if you have in-depth questions. 
1. We have offered SOR funding to all of the houses with whom we contract. All of the houses that are utilizing SOR funds have money left in their SOR allocation from us and the houses that aren’t using the funds still have the opportunity to access our SOR funds if they change their minds. All of our contracted houses have also received  RH Initiative funds. This makes all of our contracted recovery houses ineligible for the funds listed in the email below, right? Boards should utilize all available recovery housing funds first (SOR and RHI). 
1. We contract under our current SOR funds for one operator to provide peer support services at their male facility. They are asking for additional funds to cover expenses due to COVID-19. If the agency is receiving SOR funds already and the funds will be expended, then the Board should apply to assist with operations.
1. What can’t the funds be used for?  These funds are for operations only. 
1. Is this a first come first serve process? Yes.
1. When are applications due, is there a deadline? Please submit applications as soon as possible. 
1. Is there a maximum amount I can apply for? Awards are needs-based. Please only apply for what is needed. 
1. When and how will I receive the funds? Awards and funding will come through OhioMHAS’ GFMS system. Training on this system will be offered at a later date. 
1. Can the funding be backdated to cover purchases of PPE? No, this funding is not retroactive. 
1. Is lost revenue from reduced numbers of residents an acceptable reason to be eligible? For example, empty beds have remained unfilled due to lack of referrals from residential treatment or corrections. We understand that businesses have lost revenue as an unintended consequence of the crisis. However, this funding is intended to help give recovery housing operators the support they need to continue staying open. 
1. I reduced my capacity to prepare for residents who might be ill and need to isolate/quarantine. Can I apply for funding? Yes. 
1. Can Level 1, 2, 3 and 4 houses receive funding? Only Level 1, 2 and 3 homes are eligible to receive funding. If a facility has OhioMHAS licensure than it is not eligible for this funding opportunity. Residential treatment and residential care facilities are not eligible. 
1. What if we have a current contract with our ADAMH board but we’ve added a home since that contract was established. Can we apply differently for different homes within the same organization? OhioMHAS is allowing ADAMH Boards to submit SOR applications for operators they are currently funding so long as all other funding has been expended. However, if this is not an option you may submit an application for those homes that are not currently receiving funds. 
1. Do non-ADAMHS agencies need to apply through the boards or can they apply directly? Recovery homes who are not contracted with the ADAMH Board may apply to SORTreatment@mha.ohio.gov. 
1. Attestations about resident med access---do those need to be signed by residents or just on their behalf? Attestations about MAT acceptance will be done at the agency level. 
1. So we have MAT homes and non-MAT but there is opioid use disorder across the board? Does being non-MAT preclude that house? All residents have options for outside med access. As long as the residents have access to MAT and are not being discouraged from receiving MAT they can all apply. Recovery homes should have policies and procedures in place that allow for access to all forms of MAT.
1. Am I hearing that if we could manage the extra costs within the current SORS funding we are receiving; we could ask for a budget transfer to the previously un-approved areas of funding such as meals and snacks? No, meals and snacks are unallowable items to purchase with this federal fund source. The funds should be used for operation expenses. 
1. Half of my residents are opiate addicts but are getting clean with AA only. We have been open 16 years and are reputable but because we don't offer them an avenue to get MAT we are ineligible? You do not have to offer MAT, you must allow for access to all forms of MAT. For example, if a resident is prescribed Methadone, you must allow that resident to store or access that medication per the OTP's instructions. Please work with OhioMHAS and/or Ohio Recovery Housing if you need assistance with creating policies and procedures to do this safely. 
1. If Recovery Housing Operators are receiving funding for Peer Support, will they still qualify for this funding? Talk to your ADAMH Board about applying for additional funds. 
1. Does the GPRA have an 80% required follow-up rate like other SOR funded projects? Yes
1. Is this grant for Residential housing or just STRICTLY recovery houses? Strictly recovery houses, such as those who are certified associates with Ohio Recovery Housing or those who are funded by the ADAMH Board/OhioMHAS. 
1. If only a portion of the people you serve have OUD are you only allowed to apply for a portion of the cost of staffing? Yes
1. Will ADAMHS Boards have to disperse funds to non ADAMHS providers? Will the Board need to monitor non ADAMHS operators? No, not unless they are applying through the board for funding and this is something the board has pre-approved . 
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
