
Funding Opportunity for Employment Services Providers
The Ohio Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services (OhioMHAS) is committed to providing support for employment services providers. The State Opiate Response (SOR) project has made approximately $112,500 available to OhioMHAS-certified employment support service providers, between June 22nd, 2020 and September 28, 2020, to cover ancillary services related to employment for persons with opiate use disorder or a history of opioid overdose. The funds are intended to help meet employment-related needs to assist individuals with obtaining, retaining, or advancing in employment, such as providing assistance with transportation costs, interview clothing, etc. All funds must be expended by September 28, 2020 as carry over will not be available.
