1.  In the “Funding Requirements” word doc, it listed that the funds can be used for Rental Subsidy and Per Diem costs; however, in the actual RFP, there is no direct mention of rent or per diem costs.  I wanted to make sure that this funding would cover rental subsidy and per diem costs?

A. Yes this is an allowable cost. 

2. We have two ASAM level 3.5 residential treatment facilities for women and are wondering if these programs would qualify to be considered for the SOR housing grant? The women are mostly opiate addicted, and many are pregnant and/or mothers and receiving medication-assisted treatment.  Would this residential program qualify?  It is unclear if residential treatment is considered “housing” per the grant info.

A. Residential treatment facilities are not eligible for the SOR housing RFA.
