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Background 

The Ohio State Opioid Response (SOR) Project will focus on building a community system of care (prevention, early intervention, treatment and recovery supports) that emphasizes service integration between physical health, emergency health care, behavioral health care, criminal justice, and child welfare.  The geographic area for this project is the State of Ohio.  The focus population of focus is African American, Hispanic/Latino American, and other minority adolescents and adults with a primary or secondary diagnosis of opioid use disorder or those with a documented history of opiate related overdose. While the focus population for is African American, Hispanic/Latino American, and other minority adolescents and adults with a diagnosis of opioid use disorder and those at risk for misuse of opioids, these funds may be used for any family with a primary or secondary diagnosis of opioid use disorder or those with a documented history of opiate related overdose.

[bookmark: _Hlk13055107]The Ohio SOR Project is intended to 1) expand prevention efforts related to naloxone distribution, provide training across systems for professionals to improve system responses to the opioid epidemic, and deploy targeted awareness messaging for Treatment including access to all forms of Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT) for the focus population; 2) expand access to all forms of MAT and a clinical workforce with the expertise to provide all forms of MAT and psychosocial treatment for the focus population and 3) expand the use of certified peer recovery supporters, access to recovery housing that accepts individuals participating in all forms of MAT, in particular recovery housing for families, and development of employment/vocational/vocational opportunities for the focus population in recovery from opioid use disorders (OUD).  In achieving these aims, programs and services will build upon the work already established by Ohio’s 21st Century CURES State Targeted Response initiative as well as address the social determinantes of health.

OHIO SOR Continuum of Care for High Risk Families Scope of Work

Purpose of RFA
The SOR Project has made approximately $16 million dollars available through September 30, 2020 to partner with local ADAMH Boards and their partners to provide funding for programs and projects that will increase access to treatment and recovery supports for the focus population with an opioid use disorder impacted by the opiate epidemic. The families eligible for the proposed services are those engaged in the child welfare, family court, foster care system and criminal justice systems; including special dockets. 

Intended Outcome: 
Increase the availability of treatment and recovery evidence-based (or adapted evidence-based) practices (EBP) and evidence-based medication assisted treatment (MAT) along with the full continuum of treatment and recovery support services that is provided in a culturally competent service setting for the focus population and their children who are impacted by an OUD. 


PROGRAM OPERATIONS AND MANAGEMENT 

Eligible Applicants
Applications must be submitted by Alcohol, Drug, Addiction, and Mental Health (ADAMH) Boards or joint applications from ADAMH Boards in partnership with with at least three of the following community members:
· Community behavioral health providers with a mission statement that incorporates providing culturally competent services for members of the focus population
· Medical providers with a mission statement that incorporates the focus population
· Law enforcement personnel including police department, sheriff department, jail staff and jail medical provider
· Area agency on aging
· Senior center, senior living provider, or other organization focusing on members of the focus population aged 55 and above 
· Peer Run Organizations 
· Urban League (if located in your community) 
· Hispanic/Latino Coalition (if located in your community)
· Urban Minority Alcoholism and Drug Abuse Outreach Program
· Re-entry coalition for the community
· [bookmark: _Hlk11924285]Multi denominational organizations 
· Children Family First Council 

Applications must include a letter of support or a signed MOU for these organizations. 

Required Activities

All members of the focus population served with treatment and recovery supports must have a primary or secondary diagnosis of OUD and/or a documented history of opioid related overdose; or be their child or guardian of a child or a person who has a primary or secondary diagnosis of OUD and/or a documented history of opioid related overdose. Services available to the child are limited to assessment, referral to treatment, and recovery supports that engage the parent and/or guardian including family recovery housing that accept all forms of MAT, kinship care, and navigation and peer supports. Services available to the child are limited to assessment, referral to treatment and recovery supports that engage the parent and/or guardian including family recovery housing that accept all forms of MAT, kinship care and navigation and peer supports. 

All proposals must meet the three goals of the State Opioid Response grant program including:
1) Increases in medication-assisted treatment 
2) Reduction in unmet treatment need
3) Reduction in opioid overdose related deaths
Additional Required Activities include:

· Increased access to kinship navigation and family support services through outreach to members of the focus population that is culturally appropriate and engages with community-based providers of culturally competent services
· All proposals must utilize existing media messaging and other outreach campaign materials. New content creation is not an allowable activity in this proposal
· Incorporate Trauma Informed Care and historical trauma for members of the focus population into existing training models for foster parents
· Creation and identification of local steering committee to function as an advisory group for the response for the request for applications. This local steering committee is expected to meet monthly throughout the during of this funding opportunity

· Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA) data collection. Further information on this requirement can be found in the Data Collection and Reporting section on page 3 of this document. 
Permissible Use of Funds

All persons served with treatment and recovery supports must have a primary or secondary diagnosis of OUD and/or a documented history of opioid related overdose. All members of the focus population served with treatment and recovery supports must have a primary or secondary diagnosis of OUD and/or a documented history of opioid related overdose; or be their child or guardian of a child or a person who has a primary or secondary diagnosis of OUD and/or a documented history of opioid related overdose. Services available to the child are limited to assessment, referral to treatment, and recovery supports that engage the parent and/or guardian including family recovery housing that accept all forms of MAT, kinship care, and navigation and peer supports.

Funds may be used for the following:

· Implement the full spectrum of treatment and recovery supports that increases long-term positive outcomes and incorporates the EBP of medication assisted treatment focusing on members of the focus population
· Implement community recovery support services such as peer supports and recovery housing for Treatment including access to all forms of MAT for members of the focus population
· Implement prevention and education services for the identified high-risk populations: 
· Training of healthcare professionals on the assessment and treatment of OUD in  
· Training of peer recovery supporters and first responders on recognition of opioid overdose and appropriate use of the opioid overdose antidote naloxone
· Developing evidence-based, or adapted evidence-based, community prevention efforts including evidence-based strategic messaging on the consequence of opioid misuse in members of the focus population
· Purchasing and distributing naloxone and training on its use
· Assisting members of the focus population with treatment costs and develop other strategies to eliminate or reduce treatment costs for uninsured or underinsured patients. 
· Providing treatment transition and coverage for members of the focus population reentering communities from criminal justice settings or other rehabilitative settings.
· Incorporate the social determinants of health 

SOR funds shall be used to fund services and practices that have a demonstrated evidence-base, or adapted evidence-base) and that are appropriate for members of the focus population. Applicants must identify the evidence-based practice and the sources of the practice. 

MAT using one of the Federal Drug Administration (FDA) approved medications for the maintenance treatment of opioid use disorder (methadone, buprenorphine/naloxone products/buprenorphine products including sublingual tablets/film, buccal film, and extended release, long-acting injectable buprenorphine formulations and injectable naltrexone) is a required activity of all projects. For projects that provide recovery support services or treatment services that do not include funds for MAT such as this RFA, a demonstration of the expansion or support for MAT is required in the application. 

Any use of funds for equipment (including electronic devices such as computers, tablets and cell phones must be justified in terms of the relationship of the equipment, to the program or activity. Justification to purchase equipment, must be submitted to OhioMHAS for prior approval and include consideration of how the equipment, will be used, why the purchase is necessary, what alternatives were considered, how the cost was determined and why the program considers the cost reasonable. Funds cannot be expended for equipment, until approved by the Department.

DATA COLLECTION AND REPORTING

As authorized in Ohio Revised Code Section 5119.61, the Ohio Dept. of Mental Health and Addiction Services (OhioMHAS) will collect information and data from AWARDEES. This information and data are outlined in the Reporting Requirements, which will be distributed with all the Notice of Awards. These Reporting Requirements will be available on the OhioMHAS website. Reporting requirements, such as expenditure reports and quarterly program summary reports, will be reviewed by OhioMHAS staff.  Failure to comply with reporting requirements shall result in action by OhioMHAS.

Awardees will be required to report a series of data elements that will enable the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) to determine the impact of the program on opioid use, and opioid-related morbidity and mortality. Awardees will be required to report client-level data on elements including but not limited to demographic, length of stay and services.  Additional data elements will also be required and will be provided upon award. Awardees are required to ensure all data reported to SAMHSA are accurate. All persons served in whole or in part through SOR funds are required to complete data collection at the time services and/or recovery supports begin and at the time the patient is discharged or leaves the services.  

GPRA data collection interviews are required on all persons receiving services through the SOR funding. The interview takes place at 4 time points over the course of approximately 6 months and includes an intake/baseline, discharge, 3 month and 6-month interview. Each interview lasts between 45 and 60 minutes. 

Staff may not be hired exclusively for conducting GPRA data collection interviews but the time a provider spends doing data collection may be included in the application budget. 

Applications will include appropriate staff in the plans for provider organizations to include the required data interview. Applications will also demonstrate planning by the applicant to monitor provider organizations’ data collection for compliance with the grant requirements. Goals for the number of persons served through each project will be included and monitored by OhioMHAS staff for performance as required by SAMHSA. 

Performance Assessment
The AWARDEE must participate in monthly performance reviews with OhioMHAS staff through phone or in-person meeting to review reporting, data collection and training events.

Demonstrate that access to treatment and recovery supports by African American and Hispanic/Latino families in the community who are involved with child protective, family court, children’s services or a specialty court will increase during the project period (1,000 words or less).

SOR Funding Restrictions for OHIO SOR Continuum of Care for High Risk Populations Grants

1) Funds may not be used to support programs that do not demonstrate evidence of increasing the number of persons receiving FDA approved medications for the treatment of opioid use disorder, reducing unmet treatment need, and reducing opioid overdose related deaths through the provision of prevention, treatment and recovery activities for opioid use disorder. 

2) SOR funds shall be used to fund services and practices that have a demonstrated evidence-base, and that are appropriate for the population(s) of focus.

3) SOR funds shall not be utilized for services that can be supported through other accessible sources of funding such as other federal discretionary and formula grant funds, e.g. HHS (CDC, CMS, HRSA, and SAMHSA), DOJ (OJP/BJA) and non-federal funds, 3rd party insurance, and sliding scale self-pay among others.

4) SOR funds for treatment and recovery support services shall only be utilized to provide services to individuals with a diagnosis of an opioid use disorder or to individuals with a demonstrated history of opioid overdose problems.

5) Grantees are expected to report data as required in the RFP and to fully participate in any SAMHSA-sponsored evaluation of this program. All required data must be reported to the appropriate system within specified timelines. The submission of these data in the form required is a requirement of funding.

6) Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT) using one of the FDA-approved medications for the maintenance treatment of opioid use disorder (methadone, buprenorphine/naloxone products/buprenorphine products including sublingual tablets/film, buccal film, and extended release, long-acting injectable buprenorphine formulations and injectable naltrexone) is a required activity of all treatment programs. 

7) Medical withdrawal (detoxification) is not the standard of care for OUD, is associated with a very high relapse rate, and significantly increases an individual’s risk for opioid overdose and death if opioid use is resumed. Therefore, medical withdrawal (detoxification) when done in isolation is not an evidence-based practice for OUD. If medical withdrawal (detoxification) is performed, it must be accompanied by injectable extended-release naltrexone to protect such individuals from opioid overdose in relapse and improve treatment outcomes. 

8) Recipients are required to work with the SAMHSA Opioid-STR TA grant awarded to AAAP as the primary means of TA provision. Recipients are expected to report data as required in the Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA) and to fully participate in the cross-site evaluation of the program.

9) Only U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) –approved products can be purchased with Opioid SOR grant funds. No fentanyl test strips or similar products may be purchased.

10) Funds may not be expended through the grant or a subaward by any agency which would deny any eligible client, patient or individual access to their program because of their use of FDA-approved medications for the treatment of substance use disorders (e.g., methadone, buprenorphine products including buprenorphine/naloxone combination formulations and buprenorphine monoproduct formulations, naltrexone products including extended-release and oral formulations or implantable buprenorphine.) Specifically, patients must be allowed to participate in methadone treatment rendered in accordance with current federal and state methadone dispensing regulations from an Opioid Treatment Program and ordered by a physician who has evaluated the client and determined that methadone is an appropriate medication treatment for the individual’s opioid use disorder. Similarly, medications available by prescription or office-based implantation must be permitted if it is appropriately authorized through prescription by a licensed prescriber or provider. In all cases, MAT must be permitted to be continued for as long as the prescriber or treatment provider determines that the medication is clinically beneficial. Grantees must assure that clients will not be compelled to no longer use MAT as part of the conditions of any programming if stopping is inconsistent with a licensed prescriber’s recommendation or valid prescription. 

Appendix B
General Funding Restrictions
SAMHSA grant funds must be used for purposes supported by the program and may not be used to:
·  Exceed Salary Limitation: The Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2016 (Pub. L.113-76) signed into law on January 10, 2016, limits the salary amount that may be awarded and charged to SAMHSA grants and cooperative agreements. Award funds may not be used to pay the salary of an individual at a rate in excess of Executive Level II. The Executive Level II salary can be found in SAMHSA’s standard terms and conditions for all awards at https://www.samhsa.gov/grants/grants-management/notice-award-noa/standard-terms-conditions.  This amount reflects an individual’s base salary exclusive of fringe and any income that an individual may be permitted to earn outside of the duties to the applicant organization. This salary limitation also applies to sub awards/subcontracts under a SAMHSA grant or cooperative agreement.
· Pay for any lease beyond the project period.
· Pay for the purchase or construction of any building or structure to house any part of the program.  
· Provide residential or outpatient treatment services when the facility has not yet been acquired, sited, approved, and met all requirements for human habitation and services provision. (Expansion or enhancement of existing residential services is permissible.)
· Provide detoxification services unless it is part of the transition to MAT with extended release naltrexone.  
· Make direct payments to individuals to enter treatment or continue to participate in prevention, treatment or recovery supports services including the use of other items to serve as payments for participation in programming such as clothing, furnishings, or vehicle repairs.   
· Meals and snacks are unallowable unless they are part of an identified per diem or room and board rate for a residential or recovery housing service.  
·  Support non-evidence-based treatment approaches.
· Cover unallowable costs associated with the use of federal funds to fund evidence-based practices (EBPs). Other support is defined as funds or resources, whether federal, non-federal or institutional, in direct support of activities through fellowships, gifts, prizes, or in-kind contributions.  
· Pay for travel to a conference, lodging or associated costs (meals, incidentals, etc.) for conference attendance or registration for a conference. 
· Pay for costs (including travel) associated with training.
· Pay for equipment (items that exceed $5,000 in cost) without prior approval.
· All treatment services must be identified by an ASAM level of care classification. Non-clinical support services are allowable if they are associated with services that are identified with an ASAM level of care classification – i.e. transportation, etc.  
· Pay for software enhancements. 
· Pay for marketing of programs or groups. 
· Funding may not be used to support primary prevention activities.
· Funds may not be used for travel expenses of any kind unless travel is to provide direct client services. Travel mileage must be at the Ohio OBM rate.
· Funding may not be used to support housing that is not habitable at the time of the application for funds.
