SFY 2020 RFP Training Grant for Culturally and Linguistically Appropriate Services for Deaf and Hard of Hearing Community (MHA-FY20-DHOH-MEDDIR-10)
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1. Q. Conduct ASL beginner trainings for individual state agency staff and regional community partners: Conduct training for 500 behavioral health board and provider agency and identified community partners. Conduct training for 100 identified OhioMHAS central office and hospital staff. – does this mean teach sign language or just provide the trainings. The “ASL” part makes it seem like it’s sign language trainings/classes.   
        A.  The successful grant applicant will provide basic ASL training or in collaboration with other identified project partner(s)
1. Q.  Are we able to extend the funding period/grant period to run through August 2020 as most of our deaf services team provides services at Ohio School for the Deaf so the most opportune time for us to do the trainings and travel is during the summer months. If not, are you open to us meeting all the requirements outlined in a video to be used in all 5 regions in lieu of having our team travel there. 
        A.  Not currently.  The Fiscal Year fund period ends June 30, 2020.   Face to face and video trainings are required in the regional training.
1. Due to the holidays is there a way to extend the grant submission deadline? 
       A. No.  This is a time limited grant application period.  Grant implantation and completion will end June 30, 2020. 
1. Q.  Would it be possible for this grant or for future grants to assist in providing services to underprivileged /under-served individuals in this population? Through our work we recognize that this population requires different levels of care, frequency of interventions, and approaches to care. We would greatly appreciate being able to connect with more individuals if possible. 
1. Moving forward and availability of funding there may be other grant opportunity to assist and provide behavioral health support to appropriately identified 
     underserved populations.
