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RFA PURPOSE

The Ohio State Opioid Response (SOR) Project will focus on building a community system of care (prevention, early intervention, treatment and recovery support) that emphasizes service integration between physical health, emergency health care, behavioral health care, criminal justice, and child welfare.  The geographic area for this project is the State of Ohio.  The population of focus is adolescents and adults with a diagnosis of opioid use disorder (OUD) and those at risk for misuse of opioids. 

The Ohio SOR Project is intended to 1) expand prevention efforts related to naloxone distribution, provide training across systems for professionals to improve system responses to the opioid epidemic, and deploy targeted awareness messaging for communities; 2) expand access to medication-assisted treatment and a clinical workforce with the expertise to provide medication assisted treatment (MAT) and psychosocial treatment to individuals with an opioid use disorder, and 3) expand the use of certified peer supporters and access to recovery housing, in particular recovery housing for families; and development of employment opportunities for persons in recovery from opioid addiction.  In achieving these aims, programs and services will build upon the work already established by Ohio’s 21st Century CURES State Targeted Response initiative.

OhioMHAS in collaboration with the Governor’s Office on Faith and Community Initiatives seeks to award funding to up to 50 faith-based organizations to implement opiate use disorder (OUD) prevention strategies including, but not limited to: Hosting online conversations on opioid awareness and online workshops to understand the signs and symptoms of OUD, discussing treatment options, promoting local recovery resources, and training community members on naloxone. Grant awards will not exceed $25,000 per awardee and all funds must be expended by September 28, 2020.


SCOPE OF WORK

The awardees will participate in an online/virtual statewide meeting to discuss the Faith-Based and Community Initiatives strategy from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) as well as the faith-based engagement models from across Ohio.  Details regarding the date and time of the online/virtual statewide meeting will be provided by OhioMHAS.  

Awardees will be required to plan and host or collaborate with other grantees in their region to host four one-hour virtual/online education and outreach activities that facilitate conversations with their congregations and communities about opiate use disorder. 
1. The first of two online/virtual meetings will focus on raising awareness about OUD with a local subject matter expert in the field of addiction. 
2. The awardee will also be asked to partner with Harm Reduction Ohio, a local project DAWN (Deaths Avoided with Naloxone) or community-based organization to develop a system to distribute the life-saving opiate overdose medication, Naloxone. 
3. The third online meeting will discuss the community’s local treatment resources and identify how to access services. 
4. The fourth online meeting will be an open dialogue regarding COVID-19 and public health in the faith community. 



DATA COLLECTION AND REPORTING

OhioMHAS will collect information and data from awardees. This information and data are outlined in the Reporting Requirements, which will be distributed with the Notices of Award. These Reporting Requirements will be available on the OhioMHAS website. Reporting requirements, such as expenditure reports and quarterly program summary reports, will be reviewed by OhioMHAS staff.  Failure to comply with reporting requirements may be considered a breach of the funding award and shall result in further action by OhioMHAS.

Plans for data collection should be outlined in the application. Goals for the number of participants reached through each project will be included and monitored by OhioMHAS staff for performance as required by SAMHSA. Headcount and demographic data during the community conversations, naloxone distribution forms and expenditure reports will be compiled by the awardee and sent on a monthly basis to OhioMHAS. Evaluations on the community conversation topics, presenters, and discussion will be distributed and collected at each event and will be sent to OhioMHAS within a week of the event’s conclusion.

Performance Assessment
The awardee is expected to participate in a performance assessment as needed, including monthly reviews with OhioMHAS staff.  

PROGRAM OPERATIONS AND MANAGEMENT 

Eligible Applicants
Applicants must have non-profit 501 (c)(3) status as a faith-based organization or “house of worship”. Applicants must be entered and eligible to receive funding through the Ohio Administrative Knowledge System (OAKS) at the time a notice of sub-award is received.

Permissible Use of Funds: Costs may support staff time to plan, organize and facilitate virtual meetings and events related to this initiative (except in cases where the staff person’s salary is already covered in full by another funding source), the design and distribution of materials to raise awareness about the local events, and adaptations to outreach and engagement activities in light of COVID-19.

APPLICATION GUIDELINES 

Application page limit is two (2), single-spaced pages in 12-point Times New Roman font. This page limit does NOT include the face sheet (Attachment 2) and budget expenditure form (Appendix 1). Applications must include the following: 

A. Scope of Work

1. Abstract - Summary of how this organization is capable of hosting online community conversations on the topic of opiate use disorder.

2.  Project Description- Provide a description of the proposed project that includes the following:
a. Demonstration that applicant meets the minimum requirements to apply for the grant
b. Detailed timeline for planning and hosting events 
c. Plan for two online meetings focusing on raising awareness about OUD with a local subject matter expert in the field of addiction, at least one hour in length.
d. Plan for partnering with Harm Reduction Ohio, a local project DAWN (Deaths Avoided with Naloxone) or community-based organization capable of training on the use of and distribution of the life-saving opiate overdose medication, Naloxone.
e. Plan for one online meeting which will discuss the community’s local treatment resources, at least one hour in length.
f. Plan for one online open dialogue regarding COVID-19 and public health in the faith community.
g. Plan for collection and reporting of data, including headcount and demographic data for online/virtual meetings, Naloxone distribution forms, expenditure reports submitted to OhioMHAS on a monthly basis

3. Budget Expenditure Form (Appendix 1) documenting implementation period funds. Applications must include a budget that identifies all costs to complete the project as described in the proposal, as well as how OhioMHAS funds, and other resources will be used.

2. There is no deadline for submissions, however the grant period ends September 28, 2020 and no work conducted after that date is eligible for payment.

3. No faxed, mailed or hand carried applications will be accepted. 

D. Award: Grant awards will not exceed $25,000.
