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Q1. Can trainers be paid from the grant while they are training with PCSS, and when they are providing the 2 trainings?

A1. Yes, trainers can be paid for any time that they spend learning the presentation and when they provide trainings.

Q2. What is specifically involved in the training for waivered physicians to become expert trainers? Length/location of training? Overnight travel required?   (need this for travel budget)

A2.  Each application should contain the CV, waiver information and medical licensure information for each candidate for who will become an independent trainer. This information is submitted with the application to OhioMHAS who will send it to PCSS for approval.  Upon approval the candidates will be given all of the information that they need to present the trainings.  There is no required travel. Everything will be sent electronically.
