	Yes.  Please review guidance for vulnerable target populations to be served as well as eligible applicants.

See Budget Definition Reference.  Food costs are NOT allowable.  However, “light snacks” not to exceed $3.00 per person is allowable.

	I know that the application is due by June 12th, but I also see the funding period listed as May 25, 2020 through June 30, 2020. Does this mean that we can only receive funding for programs that began after Memorial Day (before the grant is due) and end two weeks after the application is due?
	This funding opportunity if for FY20, ending June 30, 2020.  Awardees will be able to request for carry-over to FY21 as soon as the notification received.

	can a church a apply for two different $25,000 RFA (1) One for the church geared to their in-house members and (2) For the minority community outside of the church.

	This funding opportunity allows for each applicant to apply for up to $25,000.00.  You are able to enter into a partnership with a community based organization and allow the partner to offer services under a separate organization.  Each applicant will need to apply by using their own unique Tax ID # as well as OAKS access to ensure they can receive state funds once awards are made.  Please review funding opportunity documents and webinar to ensure quality application process.

	When will we be notified? 
	Your application will be screened after you submit the application of interest. Please identify amount of funding requested.  You will be notified when to proceed to enter the grant in the Grants management portal (GFMS) to submit your grant.  Please review all documents and webinar on the funding opportunity page.

	Is the purpose to provide the mental health services or to provide education to destigmatize mental illness with the groups listed, or both?
	This funding opportunity is a stigma reduction opportunity to have conversations around mental health and addiction, provide education and/or activities on signs and symptoms of poor mental health/addiction and to promote wellness and resources.  It is not to pay for treatment services in the continuum of care or operations cost in a facility or pay students for summer work, or environmental strategies only.  Messaging to promote mental health and addiction and/or education is the intent for this Stigma reduction opportunity.

	Are we able to apply as a community agency that serves the targeted populations as long as the program outlined in our application is targeted to the populations listed.  We are not a minority agency. 
	Yes.  You do not need to be a minority only serving agency.  It will strengthen the application if you are partnering with a cultural competent subject matter entity of the population that you are serving.

	Based on the funding announcement dates, it seems that it is for programs that are currently happening or that can happen soon. Our program is in development, but will not be ready until late summer, early August. Could we still apply?
	This funding announcement is for programming in FY20, which ends 6/30/2020. However, you will be able to request funds to be carry-over to FY21.

	I am trying to register my organization on the Ohio MHAS GFMS portal but my organization's name did not come up in the last box in the drop-down menu, a required field.
