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Purpose of these funds is to assist families and individuals with safe, decent and affordable housing that meets OhioMHAS Quality Housing Criteria.  Housing must allow all forms of MAT and supports the individuals’ pathway to Recovery. 

Eligible Activities:

· Housing expenses related to assisting individuals and their families with their duration in the housing environment (Examples)
· Rental Subsidy (time limited) includes utilities
· Payments may not be made to individuals or on behalf of individuals but funding may be paid to an operator or recovery housing program
· Per Diem – includes staff, room, board, utilities
· Items to ensure Housing Eligibility: Arrears (Utilities), Security Deposit, First Last Month Rent (Permanent Supportive Housing Options)
· On site staff including peer support, recovery supports
· Services that promote self -sufficiency to include vocational programs, childcare, transportation 


Ineligible Activities:

Funds may NOT be used for:
· Residential Treatment or housing environment that have clinical treatment services on site. 
· Medication Assisted Treatment
· Capital Expenses including purchase or renovation
· Funds may not be used for travel expenses. Funds may not be used to pay for training or conference attendance.  
· Expenses related to assisting the housing environment to meet Quality Housing Criteria
· Payments to individuals or on behalf of individuals to landlords or utility companies
